Bakhtiniana. Revista de Estudos
do Discurso, online, surge da neces-
sidade de divulgacao, no Brasil e no
Exterior, das pesquisas realizadas
pelos membros do GP/CNPq Lin-
guagem, Identidade e Meméria, nos
seus dez anos de existéncia, e pelo
constante dialogo/debate estabele-
cido com pesquisadores do amplo
universo do discurso.

Neste primeiro numero, nove ar-
tigos de pesquisadores de insti-
tuicées brasileiras e estrangeiras
apresentam estudos resultantes de
investigacdoes centradas em ques-
toes tedrico-metodologicas advin-
das da perspectiva de Bakhtin e do
Circulo, estabelecendo articulacoes
com Educacao, Ciéncias Humanas,
Literatura, Cultura, Artes. As ana-
lises contemplam, de forma critica e
interdisciplinar, noc¢des e conceitos
que avancam a discussédo teorica,
na medida em que mostram o alcan-
ce da perspectiva bakhtiniana para
a leitura de objetos socio/culturais
historicamente situados, verbais, vi-
suais e verbo-visuais.

Além dos artigos, este numero
conta com duas resenhas em que
estudiosos de diferentes Instituicoes
e vertentes dos estudos do discurso
contribuem para o esclarecimento
dos complexos conceitos de dialogo,
discurso e formacéao discursiva.

Finaliza o volume uma nota sobre
a publicacdo das Obras Reunidas de
M.M.Bakhtin, na Russia, trazendo
para os leitores informacodes escla-
recedoras sobre o alcance desse fei-
to para a compreensdo do conjun-
to dos trabalhos de Bakhtin e dos
membros do Circulo.

Editorial

The online Bakhtinian. The Studies
of Discourse Journal emerged out of
the need to publicize — both in Brasil
and abroad — the research carried out
by the members ofthe Research Group/
National Counsel of Technological
and Scientific Development (CNPq) in
its ten years of existence and by the
constant dialogue/debate established
with researchers from the broad
universe of discourse.

In this first issue, nine articles by
researchers from Brazilian and foreign
institutions present studies resulting
from  investigations focused on
theoretical-methodologicalmatterswhich
supervened the perspective of Bakhtin
and the Bakhtin Circle, establishing
articulations with Education, Human
Sciences, Literature, Culture, and the
Arts. The analyses contemplate, in a
critical and inter-disciplinary manner,
notions and concepts which advance
theoretical discussions while showing
the reach of the Bakhtinian perspective
for the reading of historically situated
social/culturalobjects, as wellas verbal,
visual and verbal-visual objects.

In addition to the articles, this issue
includes two reviews in which experts
from different institutions and lines
of thought of the study of discourse
contribute to the clarification of the
complexconceptsofdialogue, discourse,
and discoursive formation.

A note about the publication of the
Collected Works of M.M. Bakhtin, in
Russia, brings the edition to an end,
providing readers with enlightening
information about the reach of this ac-
complishment for the comprehension of
the collection of the works by Bakhtin
and the members of The Circle.
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
