Bakhtiniana. Revista de Estudos do
Discurso, online, divulga pesquisas
realizadas pelos membros do GP/
CNPq Linguagem, Identidade e Memé-
ria, nos seus dez anos de existéncia,
e de outros pesquisadores de discur-
SO com os quais mantem um cons-
tante dialogo/debate.

Neste segundo ntmero, nove arti-
gos de estudiosos de instituicoes bra-
sileiras e estrangeiras oferecem
trabalhos resultantes de investiga-
coes centradas em questdes teori-
co-metodolégicas advindas das
multiplas perspectivas de Analises
do Discurso, estabelecendo articu-
lacoes com esferas de divulgacao
cientifica, jornalistica, literaria,
psicanalitica, educacional e de for-
macao de professores. As reflexoes e
analises de objetos socio/culturais
historicamente situados, verbais, vi-
suais e verbo-visuais mobilizam, de
forma critica e interdisciplinar, no-
cbes e conceitos que avancam a dis-
cussao teorica, na medida em que
mostram o alcance da abordagem
bakhtiniana em dialogo com demais
analises e teorias do discurso.

Na secao Resenhas, este numero
traz indicacdes de quatro obras es-
senciais para o estudo da enuncia-
cao e do discurso, caso de dicionario
e outras obras de referéncia, elabora-
das por pesquisadores de diferentes
instituicdes brasileiras.

Finaliza o volume uma traducao
seguida de apresentacdo que tem
como alvo o filosofo aleméao Georg
Simmel, lido por Bakhtin e membros
do Circulo, e que ajuda a entender
parte do arcabouco filoséfico do pen-
samento bakhtiniano.

Editorial

The online Bakhtinian Journal -
Revista de Estudos do Discurso has
been publishing the researches
carried out by the members of the GP/
CNPqg Linguagem, Identidade e Memo-
ria (Research Group of the National
Council of Technological and Scientific
Development of Language, Identity,
and Memory) in its ten years of
existence, as well as the writings of
other discourser researchers with
whom it maintains a constant dialogue.

In this second issue, nine articles
published by experts from Brazilian
and foreign institutions present
several essays resulting from
investigations centered in theoretical-
methodological matters, derived from
multiple perspectives of the Analysis
of Discourse, and establishing
articulations with the scientific,
journalistic, literary, psychoanalytic,
educational, and teacher training
publishing spheres. The reflections
and analyses of social/cultural
historically situated, verbal, visual
and verbal-visual objects mobilize, in
a critical and interdisciplinary manner,
notions and concepts which stimulate
theoretical discussion, while showing
the influence of the Bakhtinian
approach in dialogue with the other
analyses and theories of discourse.

In the section Synopsis, this issue
also brings the indication of four
essential works to the study of
enunciation and discourse, which is
the case of the dictionary and other
important writings, elaborated by
researchers from different Brazilian
institutions.

A translation followed by a
presentation, which has as its aim the
German philosopher Georg Simmel
read by Bakhtin and members of The
Circle, finalizes the edition and helps
the understanding of part of the
philosophical structure of the
Bakhtinian mindset
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
