Editorial

Bakhtiniana. Revista de Estudos do Discurso,
online, divulga pesquisas realizadas pelos mem-
bros do GP/CNPq Linguagem, Identidade e
Memdria, nos seus onze anos de existéncia, e
de outros pesquisadores de discurso com os
quais mantém um constante didlogo/debate.
Neste terceiro nimero, onze artigos de estu-
diosos de instituigoes brasileiras e estrangei-
ras focalizam as relagdes entre o pensamento
bakhtiniano, desenvolvido por meio das dife-
rentes assinaturas, e os multiplos ramos do
conhecimento. O objetivo é recuperar alguns
dos interlocutores do Circulo que contribui-
ram/contribuem para os estudos do discurso.
Os autores enfrentaram esse desafio sob trés
perspectivas: (i) As relagoes entre os trabalhos
do Circulo de Bakhtin e os seguintes autores:
Engels/Marx, Yakubinski, Vigotski, Freire e
Ducrot; (ii) A influéncia de conceitos bakhtini-
anos sobre correntes de pensamento: Semidtica
Russa, critica literaria alemé e sociointeraci-
onismo; (iii) A andlise de enunciados empre-
endida por meio de conceitos bakhtinianos
articulados a outras teorias.

Na secéo Resenhas, este nimero traz indica-
¢oes de cinco obras, elaboradas por pesqui-
sadores de diferentes institui¢coes brasileiras,
que abordam o discurso nas esferas literdria,
educacional-técnica, de entrevistas, da divul-
gacao cientifica e da presenca da oralidade em
textos escritos.
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The online Bakhtinian Journal — Revista de
Estudos do Discurso has been publishing the
researches carried out by the members of the
GP/CNPq Linguagem, Identidade e Memdria
(Research Group of the National Council of
Technological and Scientific Development of
Language, Identity, and Memory) in its ele-
ven years of existence, as well as the writings
of other discourser researchers with whom it
maintains a constant dialogue.

In this third number, eleven articles of ex-
perts from Brazilian and foreign institutions
focus the relationships among the bakhtinian
thought, developed by means of the different
stgnatures, and the multiple branches of the
knowledge. The objective is to bring some of
the interlocutors of the Clircle who had contri-
buted/contribute for the studies of the speech.
The authors had faced this challenge under th-
ree perspectives: (i) The relations between the
works of the Bakhtin Clircle and the following
authors: Engels/Marz, Yakubinski, Vigotski,
Freire and Ducrot; (ii) The influence of bakh-
tinian concepts on thought chains: Russian
semiotics; critical literary in Germany and
sociointeracionism; e (iii) The analysis of ut-
terances undertaken by means bakhtinians con-
cepts in dialogue with other theories.

In the section Reviews, this number brings
indications of five books, elaborated by rese-
archers from different brazilian institutions,
that approach the speech in the following sphe-
res: literary, educational-technique, interviews,
the scientific diffusion and the presence of the
orality in written texts.
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
