A revista Galaxia surgiu no cenario intelectual nacional para atestar que a
vitalidade das multiplas confluéncias entre Comunicacdo e Semiotica delimita-
va um campo de conhecimento maduro capaz de produzir a sua propria revista
cientifica. Fiel ao seu nome — homenagem a Haroldo de Campos, que, em poema
homdnimo, sinalizava para o convivio entre fronteiras —, a revista assumiu sua
vocacdo transdisciplinar. O Programa de Estudos Pos-Graduados em Comunicagao
e Semiotica da PUC/SP confiou o projeto inicial do periodico a Irene Machado,
que respondeu, de forma notavel, pela editoria cientifica dos sete primeiros nu-
meros. A dedicacdo de Irene Machado contribuiu para consolidar a proposta dos
transitos e fluxos de idéias como fatores de fomento da diversidade que marca
a Comunicacdo como campo cientifico. Sem esse competente trabalho, a revista
ndo teria alcancado o significativo patamar Nacional A na escala de avaliacdo do
sistema Qualis/CAPES.

Nessa esteira, feita em nome do Programa, os rigores de edicdo do presente
volume ficaram a cargo de uma comissdo composta por Lucrécia D'Aléssio Ferrara,
Ana Claudia de Oliveira, Eugénio Trivinho e Helena Katz.

Galaxia 8 apresenta uma dupla articulacdo na secdo “Forum”. José Luiz Fiorin
mostra as contribuicdes de uma teoria da significacdo para a compreensdo dos
fendmenos comunicacionais, que ndo se restringem ao ambito da producio de
massa. Eric Landowski, por sua vez, chama a atenc¢do para um outro regime de in-
terpretacdo das encenacgdes do corpo numa detalhada analise ancorada em quatro
dimensdes especificas do retrato (mimética, hermenéutica, cosmética e estética),
na qual a fotografia dos homens politicos na imprensa € tratada como componente



de uma estratégia discursiva midiatica global. A problematizacdo dessas dimensdes
possibilita ao autor desenvolver uma teoria semiotica da visualidade midiatica. Com
essas duas contribuicoes, secdo Forum enfatiza o vinculo imanente entre Comuni-
cacao e Semiotica.

Asecdo "Artigos” traz quatro seletos estudos. Para Ernest Hess-Liittich, as diferen-
cas midiaticas entre literatura, cinema e 6pera ndo impediram o didlogo das sensacées
entre o conto "A Morte em Veneza", de Thomas Mann, o filme de Visconti e a 6pera
de Britten, mesmo tendo as adaptacdes nascido de interpretacdes proprias do texto.
Enfocando outra midia, a televisdo, Francisco Ridiger parte de uma perspectiva
historica para entender os reality shows como espaco de articulacdo das relacdes
de poder, sublinhando as raizes religiosas € populares do fenémeno. No campo de
estudos sobre cibercultura, André Lemos transporta o conceito de ciborgue para
0 espaco das cidades contemporaneas, transfiguradas pelas tecnologias microe-
letronicas e pela telecomunicacdo. Por fim, Gabriela Borges aborda outra forma
de desdobramento intertextual ao analisar a relacdo entre o teatro de Samuel
Beckett e as ferramentas eletronicas que o levaram a explorar o potencial estético
e artistico da televisao.

Na secdo “Projetos”, José Luiz Martinez dedica-se a intersemiose musical, ex-
plorando-a na cancdo, na Opera, na musica para teatro, na danca, no cinema, na
multimidia e na hipermidia. Trata-se de projeto apoiado pela FAPESP, que agora
pode ser avaliado pela comunidade cientifica.

Em “Resenhas”, a revista traz duas avaliacbes. The New Brazilian Cinema, edi-
tado por Lucia Nagib, € resenhado por Rogério Ferraraz, que considera a coletanea
(que preenche uma lacuna bibliografica), uma radiografia do cinema da retomada.
Fabiana Dultra Britto, que resenha Leituras do corpo, organizado por Christine
Greiner e Claudia Amorim, considera que a obra contribui para o entendimento do
corpo como midia do conhecimento, na medida em que se oferece como um registro
tedrico cientificamente embasado.

Na ultima secdo, dedicada a noticias relevantes da area de Comunicacéo e
Semiotica, a revista celebra os dez anos do Centro de Pesquisas Sociossemioti-
cas (CPS) da PUC/SP — projeto interinstitucional e internacional firmado com o
Centre d’Etude de la Vie Politique Francaise da Fondation National des Sciences
Politiques. O sucesso dessa longa trajetdria de atividades produtivas e renovadas é
noticiado por Eric Landowski, um dos diretores do CPS. A revista faz ainda mencéo
ao 8 Congresso Nacional e Internacional de Semiotica, ricamente retratado por
Maria Thereza Strongoli. Fechando o volume, Edilson Cazeloto repertoria algumas
das principais contribuicoes do Ciclo de Conferéncias e Debates “Horizontes do

cibermundo: tensionar o presente, repensar a existéncia”, promovido pelo CENCIB -

Centro Interdisciplinar de Pesquisas em Comunicacéo e Cibercultura da PUCSP/SP.
Com esse conjunto de textos, Galaxia aprofunda o seu compromisso com o

desenvolvimento do debate intelectual na drea de Comunicacéo.

Galdxia emerged in the Brazilian intellectual scenario to attest that the vital
convergence between Communication and Semiotics encompasses a mature field of
knowledge capable of producing its own scientific journal. Faithful to its own name
- a homage to Haroldo de Campos, who in his poem baring the same title praised the
coexistence among borders -, the journal assumed its interdisciplinary vocation. The
Communication and Semiotics Post-Graduate Study Program at PUC/SP let Irene
Machado be in charge of the journal's initial project. She responded outstandingly
to the scientific editing of the first seven issues. Irene Machado's strenuous dedica-
tion contributed to the consolidation of the original proposal about traffic and flux
of ideas as factors of promoting diversity, which is a feature of Communication as
a scientific field. Without her competent work, the journal would have not reached
the significant National-A level, according to the assessment scale adopted by the
Qualis/CAPES system.

Following the same path in behalf of the Program, the rigorous edition of the
present issue was in charge of a commission whose members are Lucrécia D'Aléssio
Ferrara, Ana Claudia de Oliveira, Eugénio Trivinho and Helena Katz.

Galdxia 8 presents a double articulation within the "Forum” section. José Luiz
Fiorin introduces the contributions given by a theory of meaning for the com-
prehension of communicational phenomena, which is not restricted to mass produc-
tion. In his turn, Eric Landowski calls our attention towards another interpretation
regime of bodily signs, through a detailed analysis grounded upon four specific
dimensions of the portrait (mimetic, hermeneutic, cosmetic and aesthetic), in which
the portrayal of political men by the press is treated as a component of a global
mediatic discoursive strategy. Through these two relevant contributions the Forum
section emphasizes the immanent link between Communication and Semiotics.

The "Articles” section presents four superb studies. According to Ernest Hess-
Liittich, the mediatic differences among literature, cinema and the opera did not
hinder the dialog of sensations among the short story "Death in Venice" by Thomas
Mann, the film by Visconti and the opera by Britten, even having both these adap-
tations been born out of interpretations of such a text.



Focusing on another medium - television -, Francisco Riidiger bases his unders-
tanding of "reality shows" on a historical perspective, interpreting them as a space
for the articulation of power relationships, underlining the religious and popular
roots of such a phenomenon. As long as cyber-culture is concerned, André Lemos
transports the cyborg concept to the environment of contemporary cities, transfor-
med by micro-electronic technologies and telecommunication. Last but not least,
Gabriela Borges approaches a different form of intertextual unfolding, analyzing
the relationship between Samuel Beckett's theater and the electronic tools that led
him to the exploration of television's aesthetic and artistic potentials.

In the "Projects” section, José Luiz Martinez approaches musical intersemiosis,
exploring it within songs, opera, theater music, dance, cinema, multimedia and
hypermedia. This project was sponsored by FAPESP and now it can be appreciated
by the scientific community.

In “Resenhas” (Reviews), the journal presents two evaluations. The New Brazilian
Cinema, edited by Lucia Nagib, is reviewed by Rogério Ferraraz, who considers such
a collection (which fills in a bibliographic gap) an x-ray of the latest Brazilian cine-
ma. Fabiana Dultra Britto reviews Leituras do corpo (Body Readings), organized by
Christine Greiner and Claudia Amorim. She considers this work as a contribution to
understanding the body as a knowledge medium, as long as it offers a scientifically
based theoretical record.

In the last section, devoted to news about Communication and Semiotics, the
journal celebrates the tenth anniversary of the Centro de Pesquisas Sociossemio-
ticas (CPS) (Socio-Semiotic Research Center) at PUC/SP, an interinstitutional and
international project associated to the Centre d Etude de la Vie Politique Francaise
at the Fondation National des Sciences Politiques. Eric Landowski, one of CPS's
directors, reviews the success of such a long background of productive and inno-
vative activities. The journal also refers to the 82 Congresso Nacional e Internacio-
nal de Semiotica (8™ Brazilian National and International Semiotics Conference),
richly described by Maria Thereza Stréngoli. Closing this issue, Edilson Cazeloto
reviews some of the principal contributions given by the Cycle of Conferences and
Discussions "Horizontes do cibermundo: tensionar o presente, repensar a existén-
cia" (Horizons of the cyber-world: stretching the present, rethinking existence),
sponsored by CENCIB - Interdisciplinary Center for Research on Communication
and Cyberculture at PUCSP/SP.

With this series of texts, Galdxia furthers its commitment to developing the
intellectual debate within the Communication area.
