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Editorial

O Dossié desta edicao traz o tema “Construcdes de sentido” em trés registros. No
primeiro texto, Claude Zilberberg (Sorbonne e CNRS) examina a interdependéncia entre
discurso e acontecimento. O conceito de acontecimento € caro a certa vertente de estudos
filosoficos franceses, mormente em Badiou, retomado por Zizek e outros autores. Zilberberg
trata o acontecimento a partir do estudo de seu sincretismo em trés modos semioticos:
o da eficiencia, o da existéncia e o modo da jungao. Isabella Pezzini e Pierluigi Cervelli
(que estarao no Programa de Estudos Pos-Graduados em Comunicagao e Semiotica da
PUC-SP em novembro proximo) observam, por sua vez, outro aspecto das construcdes
de sentido, ligado ao exame dos modos de consumo em sua relacao com a cultura em
espacos de autocelebragao, como stores e museus. Eduardo Penuela Canizal (Unip e
ECA-USP) investiga a sobrevivéncia das imagens do cinema de vanguarda a partir de um
estudo do papel das tecnologias.

Entre os Artigos, o leitor tera encontro com nove autores em seis textos: Alzamora;
Ferreira e Moraes; Macédo e Domingues; Pinto e Moran; Rubim; Trotta.

Geane Carvalho Alzamora (PUC-MG) examina, no ciberespago, a logica reticular
da hipermidia e os fluxos sociocomunicacionais pela semiotica peirceana. Christine
Ferreira (Iphan) e Marcelo Jacques de Moraes (UFR)) discutem o circuito comunicacional
jovens-museus a partir da consideracao da partilha social do sensivel. Silvana Macédo
(Udesc) e Diana Domingues (UCS) investigam tensdes nas divisbes entre politica e
estética na cibercultura, desde os utopismos da primeira internet até as intervencdes
politicas dos grupos antiglobalizacao e as performances artisticas interativas. Antonio
Albino Canelas Rubim (UFBa) debate as politicas culturais brasileiras desenvolvidas pelo
governo federal desde os anos 1930. Felipe Trotta (UFPe) perscruta as estratégias de
valorizagdo na pratica do samba, em que este € visto enquanto abrigo de representagdes



e sentidos. Julio Pinto (PUC-MG) e Patricia Moran (UFMG) examinam a improvisacao
audiovisual dos VJs e sua poética imagética que incorpora imagens-cliche.

A diversidade dos textos apresentados acolhe, em gradagdes variadas, o debate en-
tre tendencias que realcam a contribuigao das tecnociéncias e/ou do contexto historico,
social e politico, com &nfase que recai ora nas aceleracbes do contemporaneo ora na
resistencia da memoria cultural.

Dois livros sao comentados nas Resenhas. O livro de Janice Caiafa, Aventura das
cidades, & apresentado por Angela Prysthon, abordando as experiencias comunicacionais
nas metropoles urbanas segundo pesquisas etnograficas. O outro livro, resenhado por
Giovandro Ferreira, & organizado por Antonio Fausto Neto, com titulo Os mundos da
midia, e examina os textos midiaticos pelas analises do discurso.

Editorial

This edition discusses the theme of “Constructions of meaning” in three records,
beginning with Claude Zilberberg (Sorbonne and CNRS), who examines the interdepen-
dence of discourse and event. The concept of event is dear to a certain school of French
philosophy scholars, above all Badiou, as interpreted by Zizek and other authors. In the
present text, Zilberberg examines the event starting from a study of its syncretism in three
semiotic modes, namely: efficiency, existence, and junction. Then, Isabella Pezzini and
Pierluigi Cervelli (who will join PUC-SP’s Program of Postgraduate Studies in Communi-
cation and Semiotics this coming November) observe another aspect of constructions of
meaning connected to the examination of forms of consumption and their relation with
culture in self-celebratory spaces such as stores and museums. Lastly, Eduardo Pehuela
Canizal (Unip and ECA-USP) investigates the survival of images of avant-guard cinema
based on a study of the role of technologies.

Among the articles, the reader will meet nine authors in six texts: Alzamora; Ferreira
and Moraes; Macedo and Domingues; Pinto and Moran; Rubim; Trotta.

Geane Carvalho Alzamora (PUC-MG) examines, in cyberspace, the reticular logic of
the hypermedia and the sociocommunicational flows based on Peircean semiosis. Christine
Ferreira (Iphan) and Marcelo Jacques de Moraes (UFR)) discuss the communicational circuit
of youth and museums considering the social sharing of the sensitive. Silvana Macédo
(Udesc) and Diana Domingues (UCS) investigate tensions in the divisions between politics
and esthetics in cyberculture, from the utopianism of the first Internet to the political inter-
ventions of antiglobalization groups and interactive artistic performances. Antonio Albino
Canelas Rubim (UFBa) discusses the cultural policies developed by the Brazilian federal
government starting in the 1930s. Felipe Trotta (UFPe) scrutinizes strategies of valuation
surrounding the practice of samba, which encompasses representations and meanings.



Julio Pinto (PUC-MG) and Patricia Moran (UFMG) examine the audiovisual ad-libbing of
VJs and their poetic imagery that incorporates clichéd images.

The diversity of the texts offers varying nuances in the debate of tendencies that
highlight the contribution of technosciences and/or of the historical, social and political
context, with emphasis alternating between accelerations of the contemporary and the
resistance of cultural memory.

The Book Review comments on two books. The first, Aventura das cidades (Ad-
venture of the cities) by Janice Caiafa, is presented by Angela Prysthon and broaches
communicational experiences in urban metropolises based on ethnographic research.
The second book, reviewed by Giovandro Ferreira, is organized by Antonio Fausto Neto
under the title Os mundos da midia (The media worlds) and examines the mediatic texts
based on discourse analysis.
